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Working with Color – 01: Color contrasts

Digital Cameras usually shoot in color.  So now that we’ve done some compositional work, lets really make the color work for us.  The goal will be to use the contrast of colors to help tell your photo’s story.  Whether by helping us to pay attention to a focal point, to compare and contrast scene elements, or to use the color to create harmony or pattern for the subject, the object of the assignment will be to use complimentary and contrasting colors to make the visual point.
	SUBJECT:
	Your choice of subjects.  But I would start by isolating the images to concentrate on the specific colors being used in the image.


	PROCEDURE:
	Take a minimum of 36 shots.  You may use filters to enhance or modify the image in camera but not to overpower the normal scene’s colors.  

Remember, after you have done any modifications you deem appropriate, save all your files to a CD AS JPEG FILES!

In addition to the 36 shots, select one final image that you think best matches the assignment criteria to turn in.  Rename this file “yourname color1final.jpg.” Place it in a separate folder named “Final.”.
