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PORTRAIT PROJECT #3: "EDITORIAL/LOCATION PORTRAIT "

This will be a portrait for the local Sunday Supplement to the newspaper.  They are running a new feature every month that will chose a local person with an interesting hobby and do a cover shot and interior feature on them.  You have been assigned the photography.  They want to make sure the photograph conveys the essence of both the person AND their hobby. 
	Subjects
	Male OR Female.  You only need to do one person but you will take enough shots for the cover shot and for one or two interior photos of them enjoying their hobby.


	Materials/Needs
	Camera, film or digital storage media, printing paper, mount board and tissue.  You will probably need a tripod for best shooting.  Pick the shots best able to give you the “look” appropriate for the needs of the shot.  If shooting film, choose a film and developer combination to maximize the “look” of your shot.


	Procedure
	For your subject: 

· Shoot one roll (25-36 exposure) minimum per subject or the equivalent number of digital captures.  

· Develop and contact each roll. (If digital, make “contacts” of each session.)

· Make one 8x10/8.5x11 image mounted on 11x14 of the final cover shot.  If digital you may apply whatever editing techniques you know but remember these are to accurately present the subjects albeit helping their appearance a little is OK.
· Put the additional shots on a board.  They should be no smaller than 4x5/4x6 size each.


	To Turn-in
	In an 11x14 or 12x15 envelope, turn in…

1. This project sheet

2. Your contact prints  with appropriate data

3. (If you shot film) 1 roll of negatives in file pages

4. 8x10/8.5x11 print mounted on 11z14 mat board.

5. 1 or 2 additional 4x5 (approximately) shots mounted on a board.
