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PORTRAIT PROJECT #1: " Publicity/Promotional Portrait "

The job is to create two publicity portraits, one male, one female.  Publicity/Promo shots generally are initiated by the sitter or by an agent/publicist.   Their object is to make the sitter look as perfect for the role/job/position as possible.

	Subjects
	One male, one female.  One of the shots is of an Attorney who needs the shot as a dust jacket shot for a book on legal proceedings.  The other is for a realtor who specializes in beach property and needs to portrait for advertising and merchandising.  You can decide which is the male and which the female.  Both shots are to be taken using controlled lighting. 



	Materials/Needs
	Camera, film or digital storage media, printing paper, mount board and tissue.  You will probably need a tripod for best shooting.  Pick the shots best able to give you the “look” appropriate for the needs of the shot.  If shooting film, choose a film and developer combination to maximize the “look” of your shot.


	Procedure
	For each subject: 

· Determine the best attire, pose, props, lighting style, etc. to help “sell” the image to the ultimate viewers of the shot.  The more typical output for both of the shots described is a black and white image. However you are to produce a color shot that could be used as a cover shot for a San Diego “Life Styles” magazine.
· Shoot one roll (25-36 exposure) minimum per subject.  

· Develop and contact each roll. (If digital, make “contacts” of each session.)

· Make one 8x10/8.5x11 image mounted on 11x14 board for each subject.  If digital you may apply whatever editing techniques you know but remember these are to accurately present the subjects albeit helping their appearance a little is OK.
· We will show them grouped by subject’s imposed “job.”  Be prepared to talk about how and why you shot as you did for each subject.



	To Turn-in

2. 2 sheets of contact prints (one for each subject) with appropriate data

3. (If you shot film) 2 rolls of negatives in file pages

4. 8x10/8.5x11 print mounted on 11z14 mat board.
