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PHOTO PROJECT 
"Photo Illustration: Stress"

The magazine “Southern California Lifestyles” has contacted you about providing photo illustrations for a series of articles they are running on how southern Californians are being debilitated by stress.  Stress at home, stress at school, stress in the workplace, stress in traffic, even stress in leisure or recreational activities are bombarding them… or so it seems.  Sometimes this stress is real, sometimes self induced and sometimes it is imaginary, but always it has an effect on their lives.  You have complete discretion about concept so it can be either very serious or it can be portrayed in a humorous fashion.  They want to see some optional ideas and concepts.  They have their writers gathering facts but have not yet decided on a hook for the piece and are waiting to see what you turn up for them
	Subject
	Your subject is a theme, in this case: STRESS.  You can deal with it seriously or humorously, symbolically or literally, but the final image needs to carry the theme that will likely become the cover illustration.  A Secondary image my also be used for the article lead.  The final image can be a straight photograph or it can be a composite or even an abstract but it has to sell the newsstand viewer on buying the magazine to reading the article.


	Procedure
	Do a little research into the topic.  Let it be your guide as you brainstorm ideas.  Write them down, make little sketches of them to work out concepts, ideas, as well as photo needs for props, locations, models, etc.

Remember as a cover shot you will need to leave space for the title, etc.
