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The Final Portfolio
This is it, the final project and portfolio.  Simple, produce and present a portfolio of 10-12 prints.
	Subject
	Landscapes.  What do you think?  With a limited number of prints, the portfolio needs to present a single major theme and be thematically consistent.  You can select that theme: it can be from the field trips or other local shooting but it needs to have been taken this semester and it needs to be about landscape broadly defined.  It can contain Grand Landscapes, Petite Landscapes, Nature Details, Nature based abstracts or all of the above but all of the prints need to be part of a body of work which can all fit under a single title.
 

	Presentation 
	You can decide on the portfolio type and style that you think best shows off your work.  These can range from loose or mounted prints in a case to prints in a binder to a printed book or anything in between.  The quality of your presentation package should reflect the quality of your work and your respect for it.  You decide.  

I would recommend against the cheap plastic insert pages for this project.  You will be expected to show your portfolio to the class and discuss it.  Tell us what it is about, what you were trying to accomplish with it, in short tell us your “artist’s statement” as if we were screeners for a gallery or curators for a museum. Treat the images and the presentation as if this were a real screening for a real show.
