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IMAGING PROJECT 1
"Layers - Retouching"

One of the most powerful of Photoshop’s retouching features is the ability to work with layers.  This allows you to make corrections on one layer and then blend those corrections to various degrees and in selected areas with the original version.  One of the most common uses is in retouching photos of people.  In the portrait realm this retouching usually seeks to flatter the image perhaps by minimizing some wrinkles and other signs of aging while maintaining a sense of reality.  However in fashion the retouching is often carried to the point of sometimes making the person look more like a plastic mannequin in order to add a surreal feeling to the image ot to minimize the viewer’s attention to the model.  
	Subject
	A Picture of a person.  This needs to be a photo you have taken but it can be an original digital image or an image from scanned film.
· For the 180 class this should be a portrait type shot

· For the 181 class this can be a fashion styled image



	Procedure
	For 180 students: following class demos retouch you shot as a portrait style approach.
For 181 students pull out all the stops and retouch this to the max making the subject look more like an illustration than a photograph.
When completed flatten the file, convert it to sRGB and 8-bit mode; resize it to 100 PPI and with the maximum dimension set at 1,000 pixels.

This final file should be Named/Save-As “yourname retouching final.jpg”

Also include the original un-retouched version using the same settings and size but Saved As “yourname retouching original.jpg”


	To Turn-in
	In an 8-1/2 x11 envelope, properly labeled turn in…

1. This project sheet
2. A CD (or USB drive) configured with the original file and the retouched final in the root directory.

3. If you lose the project handout be sure to include a sheet of notebook paper with the assignment and your name on it.  (Of course you can download another assignment sheet if you wish.) 



	Grading
	This project will be graded on multiple criteria.  Technically, how well have you exposed the negatives and made/finished the print.  Aesthetically, how well have you conveyed your intended message and story?  Professionally how well have you followed the instructions?
